NJPC MEETING SUMMARY 

OCTOBER 19, 2009

________________________________________________________________________

The New Jersey Presidents’ Council met at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey on October 19, 2009.  Chair Sister Rosemary called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

The following is a brief summary of the meeting:

· Report from the Chair:  Sister Rosemary Jeffries welcomed the newest members to the Presidents’ Council:  Nancy Blattner, President of Caldwell College; and Thomas Isekenegbe, Interim President of Cumberland County College.  She thanked Don Farish for agreeing to serve as Co-Chair of the Transfer Committee.  Sister Jeffries welcomed Congressman Rush Holt to the meeting who discussed his continued commitment to higher education in New Jersey and his support of new federal legislation that deals with student aid and student lending.
· Academic Issues Committee:  Presented by Ray Yannuzzi, Chair of the Academic Issues Committee, the presidents approved new academic programs for the following institutions:  Burlington County College, Eastern International College, Fairleigh Dickinson University, Middlesex County College; NJIT; Ramapo College of New Jersey, Rowan University, Rutgers University, and The College of New Jersey.  In addition, the presidents approved licensure petitions from DeVry University.
· Budget and Governmental Relations Committee:  Chair President Rose reported that the Committee will begin gathering data for the FY11 budget statement.  President Rose also discussed the Gubernatorial Debate, which recently took place at William Paterson University.
· Advocacy & Accountability Committee:  Chair President Levao presented another draft of the economic impact report created by Appleseed, Inc. and asked for suggestions for a title of the report.  Hugh O’Neill, president of Appleseed, made a formal presentation of the report to the presidents.

· Campus Safety and Security Committee:  Chair President Altenkirch reported that the working group will be adding new members, which will be nominated by the presidents in areas where additional expertise is needed.  He reported that executive level training materials are currently being prepared.  The presidents discussed that the training take place at next full Council meeting on February 22, 2010.
· Ad Hoc Serving Learning Committee:  Vice Chair President Casey Crabill reported that the Committee is meeting on October 23rd to discuss creating a state-wide structure or mechanism for service learning.
· Report from the Treasurer:  Treasurer Steven Rose reported that all but five institutions have paid their dues for the year.
· Report from the Commission on Higher Education:  Marguerite Beardsley briefly discussed that the state colleges and universities facilities master plans now have to be reviewed by the Commission for comment.  Ms. Beardsley also reported that she recently testified before the Capital Planning Commission.  
· New Business:  President Cole discussed a capital bond initiative for higher education.  She and President McCormick have drafted a capital bond discussion paper, which was shared with the NJPC Officers.  The officers are meeting with the CHE Executive Committee on Friday to discuss collaborating on this initiative.
· Public Comment:  Mr. Leonard Preston, Chief of Labor Information from the New Jersey State Data Center, Department of Labor & Workforce Development spoke about the 2010 Census effort and some ideas for outreach to the higher education community.  Mr. Preston would welcome the opportunity to meet with campus leaders to discuss student outreach and the potential challenges in more detail.

· Adjournment and Next Meeting:  Sister Rosemary Jeffries adjourned the meeting and announced that the next meeting will take place on Monday, November 9, 2009, at 9:30 a.m. at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey.
