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NJPC MEETING SUMMARY 

NOVEMBER 9, 2009

________________________________________________________________________

The New Jersey Presidents’ Council Executive Board met at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey on November 9, 2009.  Vice Chair Richard McCormick called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

The following is a brief summary of the meeting:

· Report from the Chair:  Vice Chair Richard McCormick presided over the meeting on behalf of the Chair, Sister Rosemary Jeffries.  President McCormick stressed the importance of communicating with Governor-Elect Chris Christie the messages of expanding educational opportunity for our students and increasing economic development in the State.  The Presidents’ Council will invite Governor-Elect Christie to attend the December 14th Executive Board meeting.  If Christie is able to attend, the entire Council of presidents will be invited to participate in the meeting.
· Academic Issues Committee:  Presented by Ray Yannuzzi, Chair of the Academic Issues Committee, the presidents approved new academic programs for the following institutions:  Felician College; Rutgers University; William Paterson University; and UMDNJ.  In addition, the presidents approved licensure petitions from Wilmington University.
· Budget and Governmental Relations Committee:  Chair President Rose reported that now that the election is over, the Committee will begin working on its Fiscal Year 2011 budget statement.   He stressed that with each new administration higher education has the opportunity to reintroduce itself, which the Council will begin to do over the next few months.
· Advocacy & Accountability Committee:  Chair President Levao presented a final draft of the economic impact report created by Appleseed, Inc.   The Executive Board unanimously adopted the report, which will include a paragraph on how the report was commissioned and prepared.
· Campus Safety and Security Committee:  Chair President Altenkirch reported that the executive training documents are being finalized and that the training will take place at the full Council meeting on February 22, 2010.  Allison Samay is working on collecting a list of peer review points of contact from each institution.  The Committee will also be selecting some new members for the working group from a list of nominated individuals in the next month or so.  
· Ad Hoc Serving Learning Committee:  Vice Chair President Casey Crabill reported that the Committee met on October 23rd to discuss the creation of a state-wide structure or mechanism for service learning.  A group of the institutions are looking into a planning grant with the national Campus Compact.  The one-year grant would allow New Jersey to thoroughly examine the feasibility and funding for Campus Compact in New Jersey.
· Report from the Treasurer:  Treasurer Steven Rose reported that all but four institutions have paid their dues for the year.
· Report from the Commission on Higher Education:  Marguerite Beardsley briefly discussed the Commission’s responsibility to review the state colleges and universities facilities master plans.   Ms. Beardsley reported that she has begun transition activities with the new administration.   Ms. Beardsley anticipates that the Commission’s Fiscal Year 2011 budget will be approved at its December 18th meeting.  
· Old Business:  President Cole reported that the NJPC Officers recently met with the CHE Executive Committee to discuss collaborating on a capital bond initiative.  A preliminary capital bond proposal, which was drafted by Dr. Cole and Dr. McCormick, was received positively by the CHE Executive Committee.  A copy of the preliminary capital bond proposal will be shared with the Council in the next week or two.  The NJPC Officers are next meeting with the NJ Carpenters Fund and Alliance for Action on November 17th.  
· Adjournment and Next Meeting:  President McCormick adjourned the meeting and announced that the next meeting will take place on Monday, December 14, 2009, at 9:30 a.m. at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey.
