The New Jersey Presidents’ Council met at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey on December 14, 2009.  Chair Sister Rosemary Jeffries called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

The following is a brief summary of the meeting:

· Report from the Chair:  Chair Sister Rosemary Jeffries welcomed the presidents to the meeting.  Governor-Elect Chris Christie addressed the presidents in a closed session.

· Update on Middle States Commission on Higher Education:  President Gitenstein discussed the relationship between the Commission on Higher Education and its corporate parent, the Middle States Association, and some serious issues relating to matters of governance and financial resources.
· Academic Issues Committee:  Presented by Ray Yannuzzi, Chair of the Academic Issues Committee, the presidents approved new academic programs for the following institutions:  Monmouth University; Rutgers University; William Paterson University; and UMDNJ.  
· Budget and Governmental Relations Committee:  Chair President Rose presented the NJPC Fiscal Year 2011 budget statement, which was unanimously approved by the Council.  
· Transfer Committee:  Co-Chairs President Farish and President Yaw reported that regional meetings will be held in the spring to discuss the subjects of English, Math, and Computers and the changing nature of those disciplines and the affects on transfer agreements.
· Campus Safety and Security Committee:  Chair President Altenkirch reported that the executive training documents are being finalized and that the training will take place at the full Council meeting on February 22, 2010.  He stated that the Committee is still gathering points of contact from each institution for the peer reviews.  
· Ad Hoc Serving Learning Committee:  Vice Chair President Casey Crabill reported that a group of the institutions are looking into a planning grant with the national Campus Compact.  The one-year grant would allow New Jersey to thoroughly examine the feasibility and funding for Campus Compact in New Jersey.  The Committee would welcome any institutions that are interested in participating.
· Report from the Treasurer:  Treasurer Steven Rose reported that all but two institutions have paid their dues for the year.
· Public Comment:  David Pinto, Chair of VALE, asked for the Council’s endorsement of VALE’s efforts to seek 501(c)(3) status.  A small group of presidents will be appointed to evaluate VALE’s structure and its relationship with the Council.
· Adjournment and Next Meeting:  President Jeffries adjourned the meeting and announced that the next meeting will take place on Monday, February 22, 2010, at 10:00 a.m. at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey.
