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NJPC EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING SUMMARY 

SEPTEMBER 14, 2009

The New Jersey Presidents’ Council met at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey on September 14, 2009.  Chair Sister Rosemary called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

The following is a brief summary of the meeting:
· Report from the Chair:  Sister Rosemary Jeffries welcomed the newest members to the Executive Board:  Jerry Ryan, Bergen Community College and Ray Yannuzzi, Camden Count College.  She thanked Don Farish for agreeing to serve as Co-Chair of the Transfer Committee.

· Public Comment on H1N1:  Director Richard Canas, NJ Office of Homeland Security & Preparedness; Joseph Tricarico, Jr., Assistant Commissioner of Health Infrastructure Preparedness Bureau, Department of Health and Senior Services; and Ms. Patricia Dority, RN, President of New Jersey College Health Association, and Director of Health Services, Georgian Court University, presented an update on the H1N1 virus, including vaccinations and college and university preparedness.

· Academic Issues Committee:  Presented by Ray Yannuzzi, Chair of the Academic Issues Committee, the presidents approved new academic programs for the following institutions:  Kean University, Mercer County Community College; NJIT; Richard Stockton College of New Jersey; Rutgers University; Warren County Community College.  In addition, the presidents approved licensure petitions from Phoenix University and Syracuse University.
· Budget and Governmental Relations Committee:  Chair President Rose reported that budget advocacy is now a year-round project.  The presidents discussed the FY10 budget and stressed that higher education did better than expected in large part due to the federal stimulus money.
· Advocacy & Accountability Committee:  Chair President Levao presented a draft of the economic impact report created by Appleseed, Inc.  President Levao asked for feedback on the document.
· Campus Safety and Security Committee:  Chair President Altenkirch reported that the working group will be adding new members, which will be nominated by the presidents in areas where additional expertise is needed.  He also reported that Monmouth University used the peer review assessment tool this summer with success.  Minor adjustments will be made.
· Report from the Treasurer:  Treasurer Steven Rose reported that the Council went over budget by approximately $5000 last year due to the consultants fees paid to Appleseed, Inc.  The Council used a portion of its fund balance to cover the expense.
· Report from the Commission on Higher Education:  Betsy Garlatti advised that the list of the online degree programs has been added to the CHE website.  She also advised that a joint letter from the CHE, Treasurer, and HESAA will be sent to the institutions receiving stimulus money, explaining their obligation of reporting stimulus funds.
· Adjournment and Next Meeting:  Sister Rosemary Jeffries adjourned the meeting and announced that the next meeting will take place on Monday, October 19, 2009, at 10:00 a.m. at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey.
