The New Jersey Presidents’ Council met at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey on February 22, 2010.  Chair Sister Rosemary Jeffries called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

The following is a brief summary of the meeting:

· Report from the Chair:  Sister Rosemary Jeffries welcomed the presidents to the meeting. She gave a special welcome to one of the Council’s newest members, Jack Farrell, interim president of Union County College.  She thanked Charles McKenna, the newly appointed Director of the New Jersey State Office of Homeland Security and Preparedness, for taking the time to be with the Presidents' Council and the campus safety and security executive level training meeting.  President Jeffries stressed the Presidents’ Council’s strong interest in continuing its partnership with Office of Homeland Security & Preparedness.
· Academic Issues Committee:  Presented by Ray Yannuzzi, Chair of the Academic Issues Committee, the presidents approved new academic programs for the following institutions:  Caldwell College; Fairleigh Dickinson University; Gloucester County College; The Richard Stockton College of NJ; Rutgers University; Thomas Edison State College; New Jersey City University and William Paterson University.  A petition for licensure from Mesivta Keser Torah was forwarded to the Commission on Higher Education for its approval. 
· Budget and Governmental Relations Committee:  Chair President Rose briefly discussed the $62 million mid year budget reduction.  Budget advocacy for Fiscal Year 2011 will begin in the upcoming weeks.  President Rose explained that the officers would be scheduling meetings with the administration and legislators.
· Advocacy Committee: President Levao discussed the distribution of the economic impact report and the how the report could be updated in future years.  
· Transfer Committee:  Co-Chair President Yaw reported that a meeting will be held in South Jersey in the spring with the college and university deans to discuss the changing nature of the transfer agreements and other transfer agreement implementation issues.
· Campus Safety and Security Committee:  Chair President Altenkirch reported that the peer review executive training would take place immediately following the Council meeting.
· Report from the Treasurer:  Treasurer Steven Rose reported that all but one institution has paid its dues for the year.
· Commission on Higher Education:  Marguerite Beardsley reported that at its upcoming meeting the Commission would be discussing Montclair State University’s Master Facilities Plan.  She also reported on recently enacted legislation, including the demands of the New Jersey College Student and Parent Consumer Information Act.
· New Business:  The Council unanimously approved a report listing unfunded mandates and areas for regulatory relief in higher education in New Jersey.  The report highlights the most critical areas of concern for the State’s higher education community.  The report will be circulated to the Governor and Lieutenant Governor for their consideration.
· Adjournment and Next Meeting:  President Jeffries adjourned the meeting and announced that the next meeting will take place on Monday, March 15, 2010, at 9:30 a.m. at Rutgers University, in the Board Room of Winants Hall, in New Brunswick, New Jersey.
